xVriecantarea ‘Inferno’

This hybrid was registered as Vriesea ‘Inferno’ in 1991 but appeared in the Bromeliad Cultivar Register 1998 as xVriecantarea ‘Inferno’ based on the fact that the alleged pollen parent was Vriesea regina. In 1995 Jason Grant had resurrected the genus Alcantarea for the large vrieseas that among other attributes had long petals that soon wilt after anthesis. We do not know if this trait is transferred to any hybrid. All we find in the Register is that “plant size, leaf colour, shape and branching pattern resemble Alcantarea regina “ . In 1997 Elton Leme in Bromelia changed the Lyman Smith concept of  Vriesea regina  so we now have Alcantarea geniculata, glaziouana , and regina.
