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4. Ananas comosus variegatus. Var. Linares

A.       Fruit cylindrical 4 inches long by 3 inches wide. Small bright pinkish-red with medium sized greyish tipped scales; margin of scales with soft erect short spines; of poor eating quality.

B.
Crown - Medium sized (4 inches by 4 inches) and occasionally fasciated; leaves strongly recurved at apex; margin spiny with pink to lavender, small upcurved spines; leaf with a green central strip and a wide cream colored margin; occasionally a leaf is almost completely cream colored.

C.
Leaf with a medium broad central strip and a marginal strip of cream to cream with a pinkish blush; the small single and double upward curved spines are a deeper pink to red than the marginal strip.

D.
Slips - None at the base of the crown but an average of 10 develops at the base of the fruit.
