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2. Ananas comosus variegatus. Var. Naranjito

A.
Fruit cylindrical to barrel shaped, 3 ½ to 4¼ inches long by 3 to 3½ inches wide; deep cherry red in color flushed with a little green at base of segments (eyes); the scales are gray tipped and with 1 - 4 short grey lines.

B.
Crown 3 to 6 inches long by 3½ to 6 inches wide; leaves crowded and are smooth to unevenly fine toothed; lower draws recurved at apex, upper stiffly erect; color green with a deep reddish cast and narrow yellowish to reddish borders.

C.
Leaves with a broad dull green central strip and bordered by a single marginal strip on either side which tends to be yellow in the vegetative state and pink to red in the fruiting state; the margin is smooth; very little color below.

D.
Slips - Crown produces no slips but the base of the fruit produces 7 - 15 slips depending on vigor and age of plant.
