However, Bob and Catherine Wilson have written an excellent book -
"BROMELIADS IN CULTIVATION" (Vol., I) which has descriptions of the species in
the genera Abromeitiella through Greigia, Some hybrids are mentioned, and more
will be covered in Volume II, as will the rest of the genera in the family. We
have this book available at $6,50 plus 25¢ continental U,S. postage = or $1.00
for overseas mail (boat mail).

In addition to the most extensive Bromeliad list in America, we are also
offering a few selected supplies for the Bromeliad grower -- pot hangers, tree-
fern pots, shredded tree-fern, and plastic tubing for covering galvanized wire
to prevent leaf-burn, These items are listed separately at the end of the plant
list, Plants marked * are in short supply.
