CULTURE HINTS: Most people tend to keep thelr
Begonias too wet! Begonias like humidity,but
don't like to sit with wet roots. In dry or
arid regions a humidifier helps greatly. In
wet areas too much humldity can cause mildew,
To aveoid mildew avold spraying foliage late
in the day. If problem perslists use prepared
commerclal fungicide but read label first.
Begonias like a loose, chunkey, porous mix,
Use quick draining mixes, It 1s always much
easler to water when needed than to dry out
an overwatered plant. In winter it is best
‘to reduce feeding as growth rates are usual-
1y slower. Color is best on RexBegonias in
coocler temperatures as a rule.
